Camp Safety Rules

Rules for Swimming Area

1. Swimming hours are 10:00am to dusk. This is a state regulation. No swimming during tabernacle services.

2. Swim inside roped area only. No swimming or diving from boats. No boats allowed in swimming area.

3. Children must be accompanied by an adult while in the swimming area. There are NO lifeguards.

4. Two (2) adults 18 years or older, must be present whenever swimming area is in use with one adult on the beach front. This is a NYS Health Dept. regulation. Each family using the swimming area is required to sign the swimming consent form.

Boating Rules

1. Only marked camp row boats, kayaks, canoes, paddle boats, and sailboats are available for our campers and registered guests.

2. We strongly suggest all boaters wear a life jacket at all times while in a boat. NYS Navigation Law requires that children under the age of 12 must wear a life jacket at all times while in a boat.
3. Secure all boats to a dock after use. Return the oars and life jackets to the beach equipment building at the end of each day.

4. The orange kayaks are for older children or experienced kayakers. Row boats are for fishing and leisure.

5. Paddle boats and kayaks may be borrowed for ½ hour increments. Please return to dock area every half hour. Share; don’t abuse the privilege. Special permission must be obtained at the office for extended time.

6. No diving or swimming from the boats or boat docks.

7. Non-motorized boats stay out of the way of motorboats when near the docks.

8. All regulations of New York State must be observed during the operation of any boating vessels. Regulations are available at the office.

9. Motorboats must follow Lake Association procedures. Lake Association procedures are available at the office.

Bicycle Safety Rules
1. Helmets are required by NYS Law and must be worn at all times by children under age 15. Obey all traffic safety laws.

2. Bicycles should not be ridden below the gate at the boat launch. Please do not park or leave bikes in the; playground, swimming area, driveways, or roadways.
